(April 1861-April 1865)
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	Advantages
	· Already had a government with party system

· Greater population

· More manufacturing, RxRs, draft animals, clothing
	· Insurgency: did not have to win but force war weariness of North. (Best offense is good defense) Needed to rattle the popular will of North. 

· Fighting for home and hearth

· Strong generals/’warrior’ soldiers

· Vast landscape: North must subdue area the size of continental Europe



	Strategy

(Both sides must ask “is the cause worth the cost?”)
	· Keep the border states in the Union 
· Preserve the Union > Emancipation
· Capture Confederate capital of Richmond > Capture Confederate armies. 

· Anaconda Plan

· Rescue/use “contraband” for intelligence

· Preserve the Union > Emancipation

· Enlist black soldiers (Ex: 54th Massachusetts Regiment) 

·  “Sherman’s Neckties” 

	· Show enough aggression to wane Union will. 
· Lure Confederate sympathizers in Maryland. 

· Gain recognition from foreign powers (“King Cotton Diplomacy”)
· Supply and focus on eastern theatre because it will garner the most attention from abroad.
